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Abstract: An article considers Beatles’ songs as an efficient way to enhance
teaching English as a Second Language (ESL). It is possible to overcome the
performance anxiety ESL students experiencing in real life situations by organizing
free discussions in a classroom based on the analysis of Beatles’ songs. The article
includes some examples of the songs’ content application for the different studying
levels.

In the world of globalization English language plays pivotal
role in communication. Essential skills to explain yourself, to deal
with everyday issues and in business need proper acquisition in
English language for different social groups. Meanwhile, the
enormous amount of courses, textbooks, practical exercises, audio
materials overwhelmed not only students, but teachers too. Demands
of the modern life require quick response in studying. People expect
immediate results from the language courses they taken because of
the practical reasons. As usual their hopes are failed if a teacher does
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not have a temper to encourage students be patient and do not be in
hurry.

In an article we consider some issues of practical studying
English as a Second Language (ESL) and ways to resolve those
using texts of the Beatles’ songs. Looking through the prism of
applied language skills, a method we proposed helps students acquire
English in a positive educational environment with emotional
involvement and growing motivation.

Following reasons explain the need to improve studying
English as a second language (ESL) quickly, proficiently, and
painlessly in the modern world environment

*Process of globalization

eLack of the proper English language education in many
social groups: adults, immigrants, deprived children

*Diversity of social and cultural patterns in teaching English
in different countries

*Weak speaking experience of people from foreign countries

The situation we described requires the special practical
applications in ESL program that help students feel comfortable in a
studying situation, simultaneously invisibly and painfully leaving
their comfort zone of do-not-speak condition. We call it “positive
educational environment” where students gain language skills as a
part of the real life and also get familiar to the theoretical content.

The method is based on the emotional involvement in the
process of studying language by concentrating on a particular
problem. To use this technique sufficiently a person needs a piece of
the text with certain emotional content, linguistic models and
patterns he or she will find in the text, psychological and
informational background of the materials, possibility to get
commented reading from a prepared professional.

The texts of the Beatles' songs are completed literary versions
of different genres and one of the ways studying English as a second
language. Some general questions aroused during the process of
developing the approach.

1. Why do we need songs in the studying situation?
2. Why Beatles?
3. What are the ways of application?

Contemporary issues in ESL are, first of all, the psychological
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ones. They are related to the mental and emotional aspects to take a
foreign language on the regular basis of everyday life. The most
complicated problem students encountered is a fear to perform in
different situations using a foreign language.

Linguists and psychologists are rendering the issue from
different points of view. Russian philologist Mikhail Bakhtin
describes language situation as “utterance” that takes place only in
real life during dialogue: "Any understanding of live speech, a live
utterance, is inherently responsive... Any utterance is a link in the
chain of communication." (Bakhtin, 1986). Each dialogical situation
is unique and enhances skills, thoughts, considerations of everyone
who is involved in a process. Lack of real dialogical situations in a
training process deprives learners from forming skill to give quick
response in unpredictable situations.

American psychologist and philosopherB. F. Skinner, 1957,
encompassing the differences between a language, linguistics, and
speech, points out specific “verbal behavior” as Psychological
behavioral approach where reinforcement plays the key role in the
development of language. Active, almost physical reinforcement
such as saying, nodding, supportive words is “the only thing that
countsin the conditions which set the contingencies for
reinforcement” (Skinner, 1991). “Reinforcement strategy” in
studying language expands the concept of the dialogue as an
utterance. That is exactly what active response to a song's content
benefits.

American linguist and philosopher A. N. Chomsky, 1965,
considers studying language for acquisition of productive rules for
the free expression of a person: Language is a process of free
creation: its laws and principles are fixed, but the manner in which
the principles of generation are used is free and infinitely varied.
Even the interpretation and use of words involves a process of free
creation”. Thus, “free creation” of a speaker to produce the infinite
variety of sentences is as important as dialogical space and
reinforcement strategies. Free creation requires implementing of all
language skills simultaneously. Unfortunately, training exercises and
memorization improve only predictable part of language acquisition.
The need of real dialogue and free creation are essential in language
studying.
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Other issues ESL learners encountered are the performance
anxiety with the symptoms of choking, and feelings of screwing up.
Unstable psychological situation could be compared with “a work on
a minefield with unknown conditions in any directions” (Beilock,
2012). Performance anxiety symptoms may include:

¢ Racing pulse and rapid breathing

¢ Dry mouth and tight throat

e Trembling hands, knees, lips, and voice

e Sweaty and cold hands

e Nausea and an uneasy feeling in your stomach

e Vision changes

Although this problem usually is described as sportsmen’s
issue, it is relevant to ESL students’ concern. Our teaching
experience demonstrates that ESLstudents have the same problems in
real life situationswhen they leave their comfort zone after a class.
They describe the symptoms of severe stress outside a class similar
to performance anxieties. Neurologists explain it as response of a
brain to a stress situation. When outside stresses shift attention, “the
prefrontal cortex stops working the way it should. We focus on
aspects of what we are doing that should be out of consciousness”,
and, as a result not able to perform our best” (O’Brien, 2011). ESL
students suffer as much as athletes because of the inability to
perform their best in a foreign language under the pressure of a
situation of constant evaluation (often unconscious) of native
speakers.

The ways to resolve the issue is “practicing under types of
pressure you will face on the big tasting day is one of the best ways
to combat choking”, - advises Sian Beilock (Beilock, 2012). It is the
exact situation people involve acquiring a foreign language, but not
in a classroom, in the reality. Classroom environment with great
authority of grammar and vocabulary usually is far from real
situations. Getting closer to the reality of dialogues, quick responses,
and momentary reactions is the general goal of modern foreign
language education.Aforementioned issues increase during attempts
to perform in a foreign language especially in adult age and create
so-called “language barrier” for the adults.

Labeling the criteria for choosing a good source in ESL
program for forming “free creation” in a classroom, we need
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something adjustable for different studying levels, emotionally
interesting and captivating, having usable patterns of idioms,
phrases, and well-structured grammar. The Beatles’ songs are the
perfect source matching these conditions. Moreover, the band itself
is a source for discussions because Beatles themselves could be
absolutely different and even opposite, from philosophical to funny.
Analysis of their pictures and albums’ covers allows see different
ways of expressions and relationships for all band members who are
highly artistic. For example, a cover of “Help!” album is creative and
even abstract: it depicts a cry for support using simple silhouettes of
the band members. It takes imagination to expose the riddle of the
cover putting together the visual images, the music, and the content
of the songs the album included.

Speaking about Beatles, we have to remember their role in
popular culture as a cross-cultural phenomenon. References and
traces of their songs and images are penetrating modern life and
culture as well.Just one simple example from our last visit of UC
Santa Cruz campus colorfully demonstrates the case of using
Beatles’ images. There is a picture of an advertising poster with the
transformed copy of “Come Together” that invites students to vote
for a candidate. Exploiting the Beatles’ image this way takes into
account the audience is familiar with both the original image and
related meanings. Students are well aware of Beatles works and even
albums’ covers; so they can easily relate the familiar image with
program the candidate proposes (according to the assumptions of the
candidate’s team).

Characteristics of Beatles’ works as a source for ESL
program.

*Emotional. Their songs are highly expressive and represent
the diversity of the genres — philosophical, lyrical, naive, funny,
humorous, frank, ingenuous, sad and even tragic. The whole
spectrum of human emotions.

Linguistic. Good English — phonetic, grammar, vocabulary,
subjects, language environment. Good music — easy to remember and
repeat.

*Moral values. Humankind values — for many situations and
traits in the life: love, relationships, honesty, friendship, loneliness.
The songs go to the level of the world literature when we compare
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expression of the eternal human being’s problems in a life. From the
other hand, situations songs described are seemingly routinely and
simple. This is one of the Beatles’ great illusions. Being deep and
serious in the simplest way.

Any song is a real text from real life. It is up to a listener how
to take it, how to see deeply, how to consider all different levels of a
language. The complex expression creates the unique situational
environment causes dialogical educational process in a short time
with high quality of the language.

This approach does not exclude serious grammar study or
vocabulary improvement. This method is the way of enhancing the
interest and ability to get as much as possible from a piece of music
and poetry. It is a reason to expand language knowledge based on the
emotional involvement and impressions.

In a positive educational environment for the concentration on
the particular problem and emotional involvement in the process of
studying language we need a piece of the text with certain content,
linguistic models and patterns, psychological background. Listening
to the music based on a certain concept, repeating i.e. singing or
pronouncing a text, studying the patterns inside of a text, and
discussing issues of people’s life in a real situation create positive
and emotional educational environment. The whole process allows
overcoming the language barrier in all aspects. Emotional
connotations to the language theoretical and practical materials give
students sense of real language with essential contingencies of
unpredictable conversation.

For example, in a song She Is Leaving Home, 1967, there are
three different points of view: performers, a girl, and parents. All of
them implemented into two opposite sides of the narration that
depicts a real conflict of two generations. Obviously, it is not a new
subject for each epoch of human history sees such contradiction in
different ways. In Turgenev’s novel “Fathers and Sons”, 1862, the
relationships were destroyed completely because of the lack of
understanding between older and younger people who had different
life standards. The similar problems we could find in A. Ostrovsky’s
play “The Storm”, 1859, or in L. Tolstoy “War and Peace”, 1869.
Since ancient times the quote from Socrates is well-known about
young generation: “Our youth now love luxury. They have bad
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manners, contempt for authority; they show disrespect for their
elders and love chatter in place of exercise; they no longer rise when
elders enter the room; they contradict their parents, chatter before
company; gobble up their food and tyrannize their teachers.”

To expand the horizon of the issue, let us put a text from a
blog that is referred to Socrates’ quote: “I first discovered this quote
on a large poster in 1968 when I was a college student. At the time
my generation was being criticized for being hippies and many said
we would never amount to anything. I learned a valuable lesson that
day - every new generation is criticized by their elders and told they
would never amount to anything. And while some may die young,
most grow-up and become the elders of the next generation.The
other lesson to take from this quote is to be careful about listening to
critics - they often get it wrong. Don't let the critics dominate your
life and your art. Avoid them where possible and ignore what they
say if you can't. Artists and writers have been destroyed by the
critics in their lives. Some never pick up a pen or paint brush again.
Listen to your inner voice, not the voices of your external
critics(http://harleyinspiration.blogspot.com/2012/07/socrates.html).
Summarizing this small escapade to Liberal Arts and modern life, we
have to say there are outstanding possibilities to generate a
discussion in a classroom about this modern and eternal issue.

In Beatles’ song two opposite sides represent a conflict
between the material (parents) and the romantic (a girl) worlds.
Nevertheless, a listener deals with these worlds only through the
view of the performers (singers) who depict a situation as
chroniclers. They paint any detail with objective scrupulous attention
to everything on the picture. There are no comments at all in the
song; just some points of view and lifestyles where each has its
reasons and rightness. The narrator avoids any comment or judgment
leaving it to a listener: “Wednesday morning at five o'clock as the
day begins, Silently closing her bedroom door, Leaving the note that
she hoped would say more”. There is a sign of the future epic style of
the Beatles’ songs such as “Still My Guitar Gently Weeps”, 1968,
“Across the Universe”, 1969, or “Imagine”, 1971, where all words
are metaphorical and meaning goes between the lines dedicated to
the humankind values.

No opinions or evaluation, just a picture, almost a still life of
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XX century: “Father snores as his wife gets into her dressing gown
Picks up the letter that's lying there”. In the song Beatles describe the
tragic golden cage of loneliness for the youths who have to survive in
the parents’ world of money and material accomplishments: “We
gave her everything money could buy”. As Steve Turner wrote in his
book “The Beatles: A Hard Day Write”, 1994, “ The subject of
teenager runaways was topical in 1967. As part of the creation of an
alternative society, counter-culture guru Timothy Leary had urged
his followers to “drop out”, to abandon education and “straight”
employment. As a result, streams of young people headed for San
Francisco, center of Flower Power: the FBI announced 90.000
runaways that year — a record” (Turner, 199).

Interestingly, the girl stays silent in the song. We could not
hear her voice, words, comments, or remarks. There are only
gestures of desperation: clutching her handkerchief, silently closed
door. She prefers acting instead of talking or wasting the breath. It is
a sign of desperation, indeed. Silent act. Silent movement. To this
point in the situation the silence combined with the action becomes a
real protest when a person refuses any explanation for they are
useless. She is so tired to try and simply gives up. What could
possibly say a girl in contrary to the words: “We gave her most of
our lives” or “Sacrificed most of our lives” that sound like accusation
from the parents. A listener has no doubts the girl has been listening
to these phrases many years. She has no arguments to say something
in contrary for the parents’ words have no answer by definition. It
displays the helpless ambitions of the older generation to support the
sense of the life, but has no ground for the further dialogue with the
young generation.

Also, we cannot find in the text any hint of a mother or a
father’s worries about their daughter. They think only about
themselves, staying in the zone of accusation: “Why would she treat
us so thoughtlessly” or “How could she do this to me”.

All their life was about getting satisfaction for themselves
even in their dedications. Rebellious action of the daughter does not
show them anything: “What did we do that was wrong”, but parents
refuse to accept something was wrong: “We didn't know it was
wrong”. They are just ready to blame the daughter for hurting their
feelings and destroying their quiet life. For the girl there is no place
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to live in a house filled with clothes and goods. And more, there is no
place for her in her parents’ world of material self-satisfaction where
the goal is getting“everything money could buy”.

It is a real conflict of generations. Total misunderstanding in a
life’s goals, accomplishments, and purposes. The girl: Fun is the one
thing that money can't buy. Parents: We struggled hard all our lives
to get by, We never thought of ourselves. Parents are so blind in their
closed box of stamps and patterns of a “good life”, so they cannot
even assume a real issue in their girl’s protest.

It is them, their lifestyle, attitude, system of values.

“Fun is the one thing that money can’t buy” the very remark
from the daughter or author about judging the situation. Maybe, the
more proper word instead of fun is love? We find the same opinion
in other Beatles’ texts: Can’t buy me love. For Beatles this is the
essential question young generation must ask itself. Dichotomy
between material world and inner values is eternal. Beatles reminds
about it again, and it appears in their song again and again like the
main question to resolve in a life. It moves Beatles’ works to the
level of classic art that renders this opposition through ages and
centuries.

Something inside that was always denied. You should never
deny yourself. It seems like a good advice to everybody from the
audience. Beatles speak with the audience like a guru with disciples,
sharing insight and wisdom. The words of support to the audience
which people find in Beatles; songs like Hey Jude,

There are key phrases of the entire song which explain all
contradictions: money can’t buy, something inside, always denied.

Mother’s remarks and words in the song demonstrate the real
picture for a daughter’s loneliness in the perfect material world.

Different angles of the commented reading and listening:
pronunciation, grammar structure, description of the content,
discussion of the problems. Possible activity is singing together.

“This song is like listening to a sad movie. It's not that the
parents and daughter didn't love each other. They just never really
knew what was going on, like a superficial relationship, never
expressing their real feelings”.

This song has specific angle picturing parents-children
relationships. Discussing it with adults allow to talk about personal
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experience and may have therapeutic effect going through feelings of
intolerance.

Real facts could be a creative way to continue a discussion.
For example, the statement is “McCartney wrote and sang the verse
and Lennon the chorus; and the song was performed entirely by a
small string orchestra arranged by Mike Leander, and was one of a
handful of Beatles songs in which the members did not play any
instruments on the recording”. It moves us to the consideration of the
simple beautiful melody with gentle violin and harp in the beginning
(classic, cello, symphony, lyrical mood) and hard contrast with the
content. In addition, the listening to the song in a class generates
special atmosphere of emotional fulfillment.

The special meaning creates the fact the song was based on a
real story of Melanie Coe. Later, in her interview about this song,
Melanie characterized this episode in her life as a mistake. She
regretted she has done it, saying she should try to find a way to
converse with parents. It is the significant example of different or
even opposite understanding the circumstances and their results in
long-lasting relationships.

Possible subjects for discussions (we offer some examples
from the number of activities and assignments we are using in our
teaching experience):

. Time, space, relationships, attitude, issues:
controversy and contrasts in the song’s music and the content;
comments as a background; unpredictable reaction of a mother;
conflict of generations and ways to resolve (at least to decrease) it

o Vocabulary:
To clutch, to step outside, everything money could buy,
o Verbal phrases and synonyms:

Break down - a failure of a relationship, a collapse of a
system of authority, to succumb to mental or emotional stress

o Speaking activities for Intermediate and Advanced
level: Describe the situation from 3 different points of view: a girl,
parents, a listener. What does everyone feel about it?

Another example of the wide range of using Beatles’ songs is
based on a song “Hey Jude”, 1968. Skipping the facts and other
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significant details which are interesting to retell or discuss in a class,
let us put our attention to the texts itself as a source of grammar
structure. The text consists from plethora of idioms and phrasal
structures. When students read the text first time, they are
overwhelmed by extremely idiomatic phrases although native
speakers never pay attention to them because of the natural look of
the text. Usual reaction to the text is I have no idea what are these
phrases tell me. There is a list of the phrases students have to get
commented, understand and put together to fancy the whole meaning

of the song.
1. don't make it bad,
2. to take a (adjective) song,
3. to make it better,
4. to let her into your heart,
5. don't be afraid,
6. you were made to go out and get her,
7. to let (somebody) under your skin,
8. anytime you feel the pain,
9. don't carry the world upon your shoulders,
10. (somebody) plays it cool,
11. to make (somebody’s) world a little colder,
12. don't let me down,
13. let it out and let it in,
14. you're waiting for someone to perform with.

A listener and a reader of Hey Jude needs so-called
commented reading which supports both strict and metaphorical
understanding. Based on the explanations of the proper grammar
constructions, a teacher moves students further to the appreciative
level of a text perception.

To summarize the using The Beatles’ songs as a source for
ESL program, we can point out some ways of implementation:

*Concentration on the particular problem of the emotional
involvement

*The same activities create language patterns

*Different emotional effects to elaborate language skills in
describing, expressing, explaining from different perspectives

eHarmless way to get through performance anxiety. Music,
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spoken words, performance itself helps to perceive essential level of
understanding, performing, speaking, using the right pronunciation
as an example.

*Fasy going text with music accompaniment creates
supportive strategy with indirect development of different abilities
and skills

eIndirect training creates muscles of language students gain
during harmonic repetitions and discussions

This approach reveals a mixture in emotional connotation and
textual perception. Active and emotional observation of Beatles
songs becomes a resourceful way to create a positive educational
environment and to overcome the issues and challenges ESL students
facing. This method is efficient for using other songs, for example,
by Elvis, ABBA, Sting, etc. The main criterion is the quality of the
language, emotional complexity, musical background, and
humankind values. (we believe, it is a teacher’s responsibility to
choose the proper material for studying). This method gives a sense
of studying without actual studying, practical approach that includes
both practical and theoretical levels on the dialogical basis.

Congress, that took place on the 8-11 September 2011 in Wroctaw. The Congress
was a part of the action aiming at the presentation of the cultural output of Poland
during the presidency in the European Union Council.

[Omowienie ksiazki Zygmunta Baumana, Kultura w plynnej
nowoczesnosci, wyd. Narodowy Instytut Audiowizualny, Agora SA,
Warszawa 2011, ss. 144]

Najnowsza publikacja Zygmunta Baumana, wydana przez
Narodowy Instytut Audiowizualny i Agor¢ SA, to objgtosciowo
niewielki zbidr kilku szkicow, ktorych intencja — jak sadze — jest
wprowadzenie czytelnika w te niepokoje, ktore najwyrazniej drgcza
ich Autora. Niepokoje o jutro $wiata, zwtaszcza $§wiata ludzi, o jutro,
ktore wylania si¢ z dramatycznych, obecnie dokonujacych si¢
przeobrazen w niemal wszystkich obszarach ludzkiego zycia.

To, ze otrzymalismy publikacj¢ nie w postaci opastej ksiegi,
lecz jako wybor tekstow, ktore mozemy uznaé za nasycone tak
refleksja, jak i emocja eseje, dalej, ze wybor ten zostal przekazany
pioérem btyskotliwym, czyni lekturg i przyjemna, i poznawczo nader
warto$ciowa.

Zanim  sprobuje  uzasadni¢  tytul recenzji, pragng
scharakteryzowac ksiazke od strony formalnej. Ztozylo si¢ na nia
oprocz wstgpu 1 zakonczenia sze$S¢ odrgbnych, aczkolwiek
koherentnie zestawionych szkicow o tytulach niekoniecznie
wystarczajaco oddajacych ich przewodnie mys$li. W pierwszym
Bauman ocenia zmiany w kulturze i w zachowaniach tworcow oraz
odbiorcow/konsumentéw kultury, w nastgpnym prezentuje mode
jako spoteczny fenomen, w kolejnym ewolucjg oswieceniowej mysli
i oswieceniowej polityki, dalej zmiany w charakterze wigzi
spotecznej — od narodu-panstwa budowanego na okreslonym
terytorium do wspdtistnienia wspdlnot w réznorodnosci, wreszcie
przemiany mecenatu kulturalnego. Wszystko to sprowadza si¢ do
zarysowania obrazu $wiata ludzi, ktoérzy wprawdzie nadal zyja
wedhug reguty taczacej ciaglto$¢ ze zmiana, lecz w ukladzie, w
ktorym zmiana przyttacza przeszly dorobek, coraz bardziej spychajac
g0 na margines naszej biezacej egzystencji.

Czy jest to zestaw problemow wystarczajaco przekonywajacy
i w pelni oddajacy aktualny status spoteczenstw jesli nie catego

Indeks kwestii mozliwych do podjgcia w takiej publikacji
moglby by¢ jednak zdecydowanie szerszy, ot chocby zblizony do
tego, ktéry =zaprezentowali w zbiorze prac wielu autorow,
zatytutowanym  Socjologia  codziennosci, Piotr Sztompka i
Matgorzata Bogunia-Borowska (Socjologia codziennosci, red. P.
Sztompka, M. Bogunia-Borowska, Krakow 2008.). Tam poza
tematami podobnymi do ujetych w ksiazce Baumana mamy
odniesienia np. do takich zjawisk, jak problem singli, rodziny, czasu
wolnego, pracy i kariery, zdrowia, sportu, religii i podobnych, z
ktorych najbardziej zbiezny w metodzie z analiza Baumana wydaje
si¢ szkic Sheldona Ungara Panika moralna versus spoleczernstwo
ryzyka: konsekwencje zmian w sferze niepokojow spolecznych (S.
Ungar., Panika moralna versus spoleczenstwo ryzyka. Konsekwencje
zmian w sferze niepokojow spotecznych (przekt. E. Kopczynska),

Zdaje sobie sprawe z tego, ze takie maksymalizowanie
wymagan co do zakresu analizy nie jest w odniesieniu do ksiazki
Baumana zasadne, ale by¢ moze Czytelnik uzna je za uzasadnione w
odniesieniu do problemu, jakim jest owo dramatycznie rozlewajace
sie tsunami zmiany, ze wszystkimi jej destrukcyjnymi nastgpstwami.

Byloby btedem relacjonowaé w szczegdlach tre$¢ tej ksiazki.
Jest bardzo gesta w projekcji charakteryzowanych zjawisk. To nie
banalna fotografia, ale poglebiony obraz, z rozwinigta kolorystyka
wszystkich tematéw. Niemal kazde zdanie zmusza do refleksji, a to
tym bardziej, ze Z. Bauman, mimo wtlasnej pozycji intelektualne;j,
mimo iz w tym zakresie moze by¢ zaliczany do kregu celebrytow
swiata intelektu, wspiera si¢ ustaleniami dziesiatkow znawcow
podejmowanych przez niego problemow. Chociaz wiesci upadek
autorytetow i ich znaczenia, ze swej strony przywoluje nazwiska
osob, ktore bezsprzecznie przynaleza do klubu dawnych i
wspotczesnych glownych postaci §wiatowego zycia umystowego i
zaznajamia nas z ich ustaleniami, co z jednej strony uchyla zarzut
anonimowego przejecia cudzej mysli, z drugiej wzmacnia wymowe
wlasnej opinii. Wérod nich sa takie postaci, jak: T. W. Adorno, H.
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Arendt, M. Arnold, P. Bourdieu, J. Derrida, Z. Freud, H. G.
Gadamer, J. Habermas, R. Jacoby, B. Latour, R. Rorty, O. Wilde.

Kluczowy problem w tej pracy sprowadza si¢ do
zobrazowania gwaltownej, stale przy$pieszajacej zmiany spoteczne;j,
gospodarczej, a bardziej jeszcze kulturalnej, cywilizacyjnej i
politycznej, ktora przeobraza $wiat, spoleczenstwa 1 ludzi,
zywiotowo, poza kontrola instytucjonalna, co powoduje, ze ksztatt
przyszlosci rysuje si¢ mgliscie.

Motorem, wilasciwie winowajca zmiany jest rynek i
konsumpcja. Rynek, ktory korzystajac ze srodkdéw produkeji
nieporéwnywalnych z przesztoscia, wytwarza masg¢ coraz to nowych
dobr, a szybko oferujac bardziej doskonate, te poprzednie kieruje na

O
postepie nie mysli si¢ juz w kontekscie checi do pedu, ale w zwiqzku z
rozpaczliwym wysitkiem, by za wszelkq cene nie wypas¢ z biezni i
uniknq¢ dyskwalifikacji oraz wykluczenia z wyscigu. [...] aby byé
sobq i za takiego by¢ uznanym musisz udokumentowacé swq moc
bycia kims innym. Wzorem osobowym staran o tozsamos¢ jest
kameleon. [...]

Oceniajac krytycznie tak nacjonalistyczny, jak i liberalny model
budowania narodu/panstwa, gdyz odbywato si¢ to za ceng asymilacji
drobnych spotecznosci i unicestwienia ich kultury, opowiada sig za
troskliwa ochrona multikulturalnego obrazu Europy. Trafnie
wydobywa z faktycznej niepamigci wielkich tego kontynentu wiedz¢
o tym, ze w dziesigtkach drobnych kultur, operujacych wlasnym
jezykiem, zawarte sa wartoSci, ktore nie powinny zginac, lecz
wzbogacac cata europejska spolecznosé. ,, Zadanie Europy”, twierdzi
Gadamer, polega na przekazaniu wszystkim sztuki uczenia sie
wszystkich od wszystkich. Dodatbym: to misja Europy, a dokiadniej
mowiqc los Europy, ktory czeka, bysmy wspolnymi sitami przekuli go
w nasze przeznaczenie (s. 103).

Nie wiem, jaki jest naktad ksiazki Zygmunta Baumana.
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Powinien by¢ duzy i1 szeroko rozpowszechniany, cieszac si¢
specjalng promocja. W zgielku przemian, w przytlaczajacym nas
cywilizacyjnym chaosie pedu ku czemus$, co dla ogoétu jest
niewyobrazalne, to Baumana trzezwe, catosciowe ujawnianie
charakteru i ducha zmiany wychodzi naprzeciw naszym utajonym
oczekiwaniom poznania. Poznania realnego, ktorego sens odbiega od
zalewajacych kultur¢ horoskopdéw, wrdzb, proroctw wieszczacych
koniec $wiata. Koniec zapewne juz nastapil. Koniec tego, czego
zatowac nie trzeba, ale czgsto i tego, z czym trudno si¢ rozstawac.
Warto zadba¢ o to, aby nadchodzace zmiany zastuzyty na
przynajmniej wzgledna trwalosé, ktorej obecnie najczeSciej im
brakuje. Jak to robi¢, mozemy migdzy innymi dowiedzie¢ si¢ z
rekomendowanej tu ksigzki.

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Abstract: The author analyzes the artistic features of the Oscar Wilde’s style by the
example of his famous tales. The irony, ornamental prose, rich detail and epithets
are the stylistic features that make Wilde's fairy tales so popular among readers and
critics.

There are very clear words of A. Ransome devoted to Oscar
Wilde: “Wilde was discontented with life as it was commonly lived
and had learnt to hope that it might be beautiful be being set among
beautiful things” (Ransome, 1913: 62). This can be used as an
epigraph to all nine fairy stories of the famous English writer of the
end of the nineteenth century.

Also, excessiveness, is often called as the main trait of Wilde.
This [excessiveness] concernes both his life and his works.

Being under deep impression of Reskine, Dikkens, Flaubert,
Andersen “The closest influence is Andersen” (The fairy stories of
Oscar Wilde / With an introduction by Naomi Lewi’s. London, 1976:
11), and some other predecessors Wilde, meantime, had his own
strong style manners.

Many of the specialists in Wilde’s works note the decadent
motifs (rapprochement Love and Death, aetheticism of Evil and Vice
and, also, the lack of understanding or sympathy between the
sensitive artistic soul and the unfeeling Philistine majority). The last
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theme is a common theme in Wilde’s works.

Picture of life in his texts is expressly conditional. Problems
of style were more important for Wilde than plot and psycological
portray of the characters.

The object of analysis in this manuscript is Wilde’s fairy
tales. We want to speak about it one else, at greater length.

At first, “Oscar Wilde loved to tell stories. <..> he had a
genuis for storytelling <...> That Wilde was pleased with his tales,
especially the fairy tales, is clear from his letters <...>“ (Ericksen
Donald, 1977: 53).

At second, many of the tales possess the ornate stylistic
embellishments found the larger artistic works of Wilde (such as
Salome or The Picture of Dorian Grey).

At third, the themes and subject matter of Wilde’s stories are
essentially the same as those of his other works.

The fourth argument is the fact of presence of the improbable
principle in the whole of Wilde’s works. In addition, two volumes of
fairy tales constitute two of Wilde’s significant achievements as a
prose writer if enduring popularity is any creation. What style
features were used in two collections of tales? After our analysis of
nine tales we draw such conclusion:

* The tales were written in the rhythmical, highly
ornamental prose. Wilde uses to sharply illuminate his scenes. The
effect in some cases is a rich, sensuous prose-poetry.

* The tales are filled with the highly ornate passages.
For example (from “The Nightingale and the Rose”):

“The she gave one last burst of music. The wight moon heard
it, and she forgot the dawn, and lingered in the sky. The red rose
heard it, and it trembled all over with ecstasy, and opened its petals
to the cold morning air. Echo bore it to her purple cavern in the
hills, and woke the sleeping shepherds from their dreams. It floated
through the reeds of the river, and the carried its messages to the
sea”.

From our point of view, the very artificiality of Wilde’s style
and the distancing effect it creates is the source of a portion of
Wilde’s success with the fairy tales.

* Irony is one of the main elements of Wilde’s artistic
credo. For example, he no doubt admired the complexity created by
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the ironic contrast between the student’s undervaluation of the
Nightingale’s song and the Nightingale’s overvaluation of the
student’s sincerity (from “The Nightingale and the Rose”).

Next examples were taken from “The Remarkable Rocket”:

“I am made for public life, ” said the Rocket.<...>

“Ah! the higher things of life, how fine they are”, said the
Duck and that reminds me how hungry I feel” <...>

“She has a decidely middle-class mind”’<...> and he [the
Rocket] sank a little deeper still mud, and began to think about the
lonelines of genuis <...>*

There is the ironic contrast in this piece of the tale. We mind
the contrast between “the higher things of life” and “a little deeper
still mud”, where the Rocket “began to think about” its. In this
context the name of this tale is full of irony.

Wilde often used the ironic contrast in the finales of the tales:

“I am rather afraid that I have annoyed him”, ansewered the
Linnet. “The fact is that I told him a story with a moral .

- Ah! that is always a very dangerous thing to do - said the
Duck.

And I quite agree with her. (“Devoted Friend”)

* The other main element of the Wilde’s style is
parody. This style feature is connected with stylisation.

Speech of the Woodpecker (“The Star Childe”) is obvious
parody. Wilde parodyized the philosophical treatises:

“- Well, for my own part - said the Woodpecker, who was a
born philosopher.-I don’t care an atomic theory for explanations. If
a thing is so, it is so, and at present it is terribly cold”.

We can see the different kinds of parody in the tales: Wilde
parodyized the genre of literary fairy tale itself (of course, in the first
place, the Andersen’s tales, especially his manner - pretty poetic and
imaginative flights; also the plots of its - for example, the plot of
“The Fisherman and his Soul” is the smooth reflection of the plot of
Andersen’s “The Mermaid”); Wilde parodyized the different styles
(example above); in conclusion, he parodyized the different social
types:

- the Wolf from “The Star-Childe” is the collective character
of the typical Philistine):

“Ugh - snarled the Wolf, as he limped through the

brushwood with his tail between his legs, - “this is perfectly
monstrous weather. Why doesn’t the Government look to do it!”
<..>

“Nonsense”, growled the Wolf, “I tell you that it is all the
fault of the Government, and if you don’t believe me I shall eat you”.
The Wolf had a thoroughly practical mind, and was never at a loss
for a good argument”.

- the student, “who only knew the things that are written down
in books” (“The Nightingale and the Rose”)is opposite to the
Nightingale as a true Philistine to a true artist.

* Wilde creates an effect in the tales, partly by use of
two levels of reality.

Let us analyse the tale “The Birthday of the Infanta”:

one level consists of the Infanta’s surface world of elegance,
beauty, and laughter and the second consists of an underlying world
of sorrow, cruelty and death.

With great skill, Wilde employs image after image to
reinforce the reader’s conscience of the often ironic contrast between
these two levels.

* Wilde used not only the ironic contrast, we meet
such type of contrast as antithesis. This style feature is especially
important for the tale’s plot.

For example, there is a contrast between Beauty and Ugliness
in the plot of “The Star-Child”:

the first picture of the Star-Child:

“<...> he was white and delicate as sown ivory, and his curls
were like the rings of the daffodil .

(after he said to his mother, “<...> rather would I kiss the
adder or the toad than thee”, he looked into the well of water “and
lo!

his face was the face of a toad, and his body was scalled like
an adder”.

* Such type of usage of the antithesis is connected
with Wilde’s criticism.

Wilde’s deep concern with social issues is strikingly evident
in such stories as “The Happy Prince”, “The Star-Child” and “The
Birthday of the Infanta”.

In addition, Wilde is also attaking what he saw as the
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tendency of the wealthy and privileges classes to justify their own
indifference and selfishness by specious economic and moral
rationalizations. The social conscience that Wilde was to reveal in
such later works as “The Soul of man under Socialism”, “The Ballad
of Reading Gaol” is much in evidence in his fairy tales.

We show this feature by the tale “The Happy Prince”: the
final of the story about the virtuous Prince, who wanted to help the
poor people, is full of sorrow and bitter irony:

“So they pulled down the statue of the Happy Prince.

“As he is no longer beautiful he is no longer useful”, said the
Art Professor at the University.

Then they melted the statue in a furnace <...>*

The only thing could remind about the Happy prince: it was
“the broken lead heart.” But it was unusual Heart: it “will not melt in
the furnace”. But the heart was thrown on “a dust-heap where the
dead Swallow was also lying”.

May be, there is the only “silver lining” in this cruel story:

“You have rightly chosen,” said God, “for in my garden of
Paradise this little bird shall sing for evermore, and in my city of
gold the Happy Prince shall praise me”.

May be... but, it seems to us, there is the Wilde’s irony in
these words. Is it merited recompence for the Prince?

* In many of Wilde’s fairy tales the motifs of
suffering and redemption through love appear as consistent threads
“a varity of writers have remarked upon the fascination Wilde
seemed to have had throughout his life for Christianity and especially
the figure of Christ” (Ericksen Donald, 1977: 77).

This Christ motif permites the texture of “The Selfish Giant”
most visibly. The little boy whom the Giant had helped into the tree
long ago finally returns with the marks of crucifixion on his hands
and feet and a message of love. The Christian motifs are obvious also
in “The Young King”: such rich metals are often correlative to
transcendence in Biblical literature, in this tale the King becomes
illuminated by

“a marvellous and mystical light”.

* Wilde had always striven to create an atmosphere of
strange and exotic beauty.

- he integrates his rich detailes (especially in “The Young
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King” - the Young King send his servants for):

“all rare and costly materials had certainly a great
fascination for him <...> curious green turquoise which is found
only in the tombs of kings, and is said to possess magical properties
<...> silken carpets <...> stained ivory <...> sandal - wood and blue
enamel <..>"

- he often uses the epithets connected with treasures

(jewels, gold and silver and so on):

“my city of gold (The Happy Prince)”’;

“most brilliant descent in a shower of golden rain” (“The
Remarkable Rocket”);

“an aureole of faded gold stood out stiffly round her pale little
face” (“The Birthday of the Infanta”);

“The dead staff blossomed and bare lilies that were whiter
than pearls. The dry thorn blossomed, and bare roses that were
redder than rubies.

Whiter than fine pearls were the lilies and their stems were of
bright silver. Redder than male rubies were the roses and their
leaves were of beaten gold” (“The Young King”);

“<...> he was white and delicate as sown ivory, and his curls
were like the rings of the daffodil” ("The Star-Child”);

“gold dust on their wings” (“The Birthday of the Infanta™);,

“Fisherman and His Soul” possess the same lengthy
catalogues of exotic jewels, precious metals.*

The “precious” epithets are not only metaphor. For example,
the Happy Prince was made off gold and jewels:

“He was gilded all over with thin leaves of fine gold, for eyes
he had two bright sapphires, and a large ruby glowed on his sword-
hilt”.

“Gold”, “sapphires” have a literal meaning in this description.
But these words can possess a figurative sense too. So the description
of the Prince is enriched by two meanings. The main idea of this tale
is enriched too, of course. We can compare the first description of
the Prince to the end of this tale: the Prince had the “lead heart”.
Lead is not a precious metal, but in that case it means true treasure:

“ This broken lead heart will not melt in the furnace”.

- Wilde is the wonderful painter, but his instruments are the
Word and the Imagination.
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This is the initial description of the Infanta’s garden, thou
strikingly sensuous and ornate, foreshadows the sad end of this tale
(“The Birthday of Infanta™):

“The purple butterflies fluttered about with gold dust on their
wings, visiting each flower in turn, the little lizards crept out of the
crevices of the wall, and lay backing in the white glare; and the
pomegranates split and cracked with the heat, and showed their
bleeding red hearts”.

The colouring the WIlde’s fairy tales is rich and
polychromatic (especially in tales from the collection “The House of
Pomegranates™: for example, the description of the meeting with the
priests (“Fisherman and His Soul”).

Sometimes other colour has the important meaning for the
characteristic of the tale’s personages:

“She was like a white rose before” said a young page to his
neighbour.

“But she is like a red rose now” and the whole court was
delighted.

For the next three days everybody went about saying, “White
rose, Red rose, Red rose, White rose <..>" (“The Remarkable
Rocket”)

In that case “Red” and “White” are the context antonym. This
episode maintains the psycological notes (the girl became “Red
Rose” after the words of love), but Wilde did not describe inner
feelings, he showed only outer display of her emotion.

* The Wilde’s style is close to the antique authors. He
admired the subjects of the material culture as them (the description
of the furniture in the Young King’s room).

* There is interesting usage of stylisation in the tale
“The Fisherman and His Soul”:

“And in the first chamber I saw an idol seated on a throne of
jasper bordered with great orient pearles;,

And I said to the priest; is this the god? And he answered me,
“This is the God”. <..> And I touched his hand, and it became
withered <...>

And the priest besought me <...>*“

The reiteration “And” creates an illusion of the scriptural
style.
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* One of the main style feature of the Wilde’s tales is
the constant usage of comparisons . He used:

- simple comparisons (to one subject):

“His hair is dark as the hyacnth-blossom, and his lips are red
as the rose of his desire; but passion has made his face like pale
ivory, and sorrow has set her seal upon his brow”. (“The
Nightingale and the Rose);

“<...> and the fish dart about like silver birds”

(“The Fisherman and His Soul”);

- comparisons to the whole complex of different feelings:

“<...> and a delicate flush of pink came into the leaves of the
rose, like the flush in the face of the bridegroom when he kisses the
lips of the bride”. (“The Nightingale and the Rose)

The colour of the Rose is not only a tint of red, the Rose was
coloured by the first love, the first tenderness, mixed with the first
sexual feeling.

* Wilde created his images using the bright detailes:

“Two tiny slippers with big pink rossetes peeped out beneath
her dress as she walked”. (“The Birthday of the Infanta”),

“<..> she did so she throw into the air seven pink stars”.
(“The Remarkable Rocket”).

This style feature creates the particular elegance and the
atmosphere of vivacity.

* The usage of prosopopoeia has some particulations.

Wilde made full use of certain names of places and persons
and, perhaps, trusting to the capital letters to carry them through,
frequently decorated his tales:

“He did not hate the Winter now, for he knew that it was
merely the Spring asleep, and the flowers were resting”. (“The
Selfish Giant”)

* Finally, the tales are full of the examples of maxims.
As usual for the Wilde’s style they are paradoxes:

“You will never be in the best society unless you can stand on
your heads” <...> ( “Devoted Friend”);

“The love is vile”, cried the Priest, knitting his brows, and
the vile and evil are the pagan things God suffers to wander through
His world”. ( “The Fisherman and His Soul”)

There is no doubt the last maxim is a parody. It is a bright

example of the Wilde’s irony.

Prionus balassogloi Jakovlev, 1885a was described from
"Turkestan: station Ouralskaya" (Uzbekistan, about 55km
southwards Tashkent, now Akhangaran environs). The nominative
subspecies includes all population from Chimgan Mt. and Chatkal
Ridge. It is characterized by very long and narrow antennal lamellae
and relatively dense and rough pronotal punctation.

Prionus brevispinus Jakovlev, 1885a was described from
"Tourkestan: Koumssane" (Uzbekistan, west of Ugam Ridge,
Khumsan, 41°40'N, 69°57'E). L. balassogloi brevispinum is
characterized by wide and short elytral lamellae, that makes antennae
rather thick; pronotum with large smooth areas.

A. t. tenebris ssp. n. is distributed in Primorsky Region of
Russia (Ussuriland), Korean Peninsula and North-East China.

It was
regarded by Oertzen (1886: 281) as anoter species: “Leptura
krueperi Ganglb.”

Leptura atra, Paykull, 1800 was not a new name, but using
of Leptura atra, Fabricius, 1793: 342, which was same as Leptura
atra Fabricius, 1775. The name Leptura atra Fabricius, 1775 was
accepted by Sama (page 55 in the present Catalogue) as the senior
synonym of Leptura ruficornis Fabricius, 1781. The name was
published by Fabricius (1793) once more with same diagnosis and
with same reference to Geoffroy (1762: 228 - 10), where the species
was not named. Same name Leptura atra, Fabricius, 1775 was used
by Paykull (1800) for the taxon known now as Anoplodera rufipes.
Paykull (1800) was not an author of that name, which was published
in the present Catalogue (Sama & Lobl, 2010: 98) as junior
homonym. He just used the name by Fabricius. Leptura atra,
Paykull, 1800 was accepted by Gyllenhal (1827: 27) as a synonym of
Leptura rufipes. Leptura atra was traditionally wrongly attributed to
Paykul (1800) and was always accepted (Aurivillius, 1912; Winkler,
1929 and others) as a synonym of Leptura rufipes Schaller, 1783.
Most probably the identification by Paykull (1800) was correct, and
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Leptura atra Fabricius, 1775 is really a synonym of Leptura rufipes
Schaller, 1783. Two colour forms were originally described in
Leptura atra Fabricius, 1775 (and 1793), as well as by Geoffroy
(1762): with red legs and with black legs, while Grammoptera
ruficornis (Fabricius, 1781) with all legs black hardly occurs in West
Europe.

The records for Rumania by
Vives (2000a) and Sama (2002) were published without any
comments. In fact the species was never collected in Rumania.
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The nature of the taxon recorded by Pic (1893d: 417) as
“?Megasemum 4-costulatum Kr.” on the base of two specimens from
“mont Amanus, pays d’Akbes” [now Hatay in south-east Turkey]
rests uncertain. Only one pale specimen was described as
Megasemum quadricostulatum var. semilividum Pic, 1893d: 417, so
Pic “expressly gave it infrasubspecific rank” (Article 45.6.4 of
ICZN), and the name is unavailable. Most probably the local
population belongs to a new species, and Asemum tenuicorne absent
in Hatay.

Two light males of Asemum from Hatay are available in
Pic’s collection in Muséum Nationale d’Histoire Naturelle, Paris (see
“Gallery” in www.cerambycidae.net). Both were designated by Sama
as “lectotype” and “paralectotype” long ago, but not published (as
well as many other specimens in Pic’s collection). Such designation
was a mistake, as only one specimen was described by Pic as “var.
semilividum ", and so, could be accepted as holotype, if the name was
available. Second specimen does not belong to the type series at all!

Now Sama (Sama et al, 2012) has accepted the
infrasubspecific status of “var. semilividum Pic”, but still published
(!?7) his wrong designations of “lectotype” and “paralectotype”. Sama
(Sama et al., 2012) insists on the traditional determination of both
specimens as A. tenuicorne and recorded 4 more specimens of “A.
tenuicorne” from “Nurdaglari, east of Dortyol”. Unfortunately no
illustrations were published, so the real nature of new 4 specimens
also rests uncertain.

The citation of the original description of Megasemum

quadricostulatum var. semilividum Pic, 1893d: 417, by Sama et al.
(2012) was wrong [allegedly on the base of two specimens]:
“Original description.
"Espece offrant le prothorax plus élargi a la base, les antennes
longues, deux cotes bien visibles sur les elytres, avec une troisieme
plus courte, moins saillante; ceux, ci tantot noirs, tantot testacés
(var.semilividum), 2 ex." ”

In fact it was a description of two specimens of
“YMegasemum quadricostulatum” from Akbes, and only one of them
was designated as “var. semilividum” and so, could be regarded as
holotype! The exact paragraph was:

"43. ? Megasemum 4-costulatum Kr. - Espéce offrant le prothorax
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plus élargi a la base, les antennes longues, deux cdtes bien visibles
sur les elytres, avec une troisiéme plus courte, moins saillante; ceux,
ci tantot noirs [first specimen!], tantot testacés [second specimen!]

The second brownish specimen in the collection of Paris
Museum, designated by Sama as paralectotype, was not known to
Pic.

NOTES:

The synonyms (7.praeustus = T.anatolicus) were proposed by
Sama in the Catalogue (p. 53) without any arguments. According to
Sama (2002: 120): “Specimens from southern Turkey (Cakilli pass,
North of Antalya, Camliyayla and Yayladagi, east of Hatay) differ
from those of Europe by having distinctly darker, nearly black
middle and hind legs and a stronger punctation of pronotum and
elytra” — so it was a set of good arguments for a distinct subspecies.

According to Holzschuh (1981: 83): the holotype of Tetrops
praeusta var. vicinus Pic, 1928 described from “Caucase” is a female
of typically colored 7. starkii with the label “Aresch” (now Agdash
eastwards Mingechaur in Azerbaijan). Tetrops praeusta var. mesmini
Pic, 1928 (“Caucase™) also belongs to 7. starkii because of lateral
black elytral areas and light legs. Both names 7. p. var. vicinus Pic,
1928 and T. p. var. mesmini Pic, 1928 were attributed to 7. starkii
long ago (Schmidt, 1958: 55). Azerbaijan populations currently
joined to T. starkii starkii can represent another subspecies.

According to Holzschuh (1981: 78): ,, ... T. praeusta, aus
Anatolien hingegen send mir fast nur lang behaarte Exemplare
bekannt geworden. So, it is better now to accept 7. praeustus
angorensis Pic, 1918d as valid until better investigations.

Holzschuh (1981: 78, 83) mentioned “var. pseudopraeusta”
as a synonym of 7. starkii Chevrolat, 1859a, as well as Breuning
(1965: 651). In fact the name was introduced as 7. starkii ab.
pseudopraeusta Miiller, 1927: 315 and so unavailable.

Tetrops gilvipes was recorded for Turkey (Artvin) by
Holzschuh (1981: 82).

A big series of Tetrops starkii (9 males and 22 females) was
collected by my wife Galina Danilevskaya and me in June 2012 on
young rootstocks of dead Fraxinus excelsior killed by Agrilus
planipennis Fairm. in Ramenskoe District of Moscow Region
(Bykovo, 130m, 55°38°5"N, 38°4’E). It is the first record of the
species for Moscow Region and for Central Russia. All specimens
have mostly yellow elytra with black apices; with or without black
lateral line.

A male of Tetrops starkii from Tellerman Forest (Voronezh
Region) collected by G.Lindeman (12.6.1960) was discovered by
A.Shapovalov (personal message, 2012) in the collection of Moscow
Pedagogical University.

The areal map of 7. starkii published by Starzyk & Lessaer
(1978) shows one locality in Central Georgia, though no
corresponding records are known. That map was the base for the
including Georgia in the area of T. starkii by Miroshnikov (1993).
But most probably Starzyk & Lessaer (1978) just reflected with that
dot the record of T. starkii for “Kaukasus” by Horion (1974: 223).
The Caucasian record by Horion (1974) was published with the
reference to Heyrovsky (1955a: 315): “Kavkaz, Zakavkazi”. But
Heyrovsky (1955a: 314) included “ab gilvipes Fald.” in his “Tetrops
starki”. So, the records of T. starkii for Caucasus and Transcaucasia
by Heyrovsky (1955a), for Caucasus by Horion (1974: 223) and
probably for Georgia by Starzyk & Lessaer (1978) and by
Miroshnikov (1993) were connected with 7. gilvipes (Faldermann,
1837). Tetrops starki was also recorded for Caucasus by
Plavilstshikov (1932: 195).

A series of T. starkii (20 males and 15 females) from Russian
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NW Caucasus (Elizavetinskaya of Krasnodar Region, 45°2°N,
38°48’E) described by Miroshnikov (1993: 82) totally consists of
similar coloured specimens, which are describerd here as Tetrops s.
aquilus ssp. n.: elytra black; each elytron with central dark-brown or
brown area protruding to about middle elytral third (see “Gallery” in
www.cerambycidae.net); legs totally yellow with black femora
bases; body length in males: 4.2-4.9mm, width — 1.0-1.2mm; length
of females: 4.5-5.6mm, width — 1.3-1.5mm. Materials: holotype,

Abstract: Three new subspecies are described: Tetrops gilvipes efetovi ssp. n. from
Crimea on the base of differently colored specimens with black and yellow elytra; 7.
g. murzini ssp. n. from Kopet-Dag Ridge (Turkmenia) and Talysh (Azerbaijan) on
the base of specimens with black elytra; 7. g. adelbaueri ssp. n. from West Europe
(type locality: Zavist, Czechia) on the base of specimens with yellow elytra; Tetrops
gilvipes niger Kraatz, 1859 is regarded as a subspecies distributed in Italy and
France.

The taxonomic position of 7. gilvipes can not be regarded as
generally accepted (Sama, 2002). For example: according to
Plavilstshikov (1932) and Villiers (1967) it is a subspecies of T.
praeusta (Linnaeus, 1758); according to Winkler (1929), Kaszab
(1971) and Sama (1988) it is a synonym of 7. praeusta — black form,;
according to Heyrovsky (1955) T. gilvipes includes T. starkii
Chevrolat, 1859 as a synonym; according to Bense (1995), Villiers
(1978) and Berger (2012) it includes 7. niger Kraatz, 1859 as a
synonym and so on. The separation of 7. praeusta and T. gilvipes
was shown by Starzyk & Lessaer (1978). Besides larvae 7. gilvipes
can be easily differed (Danilevsky, Miroshnikov, 1985) from T.
praeusta by numerous fine spiculae which cover abdominal
segments, while in 7. praeusta abdominal spiculae are big and
scattered.

So, for the stability of generally
accepted sense of the name Tetrops gilvipes, it is necessary to accept
Armenia as its type locality, though most of available specimens of
the typical subspecies were collected in North-West Caucasus and
Georgia.

The base for the separation of the new taxon was the larval
structure of so called “Tetrops A” (Svacha, 2001) from West Europe,
which is just the same as in 7. gilvipes from Caucasus (Danilevsky &
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Miroshnikov, 1985) - fine and dense spiculae covering abdominal
segments. Imagoes of “Tetrops A” are similar externally to T.
praeusta and could be distinguished by male genitalia only. The type
series of males of 7. g. adlbaueri was received from P.Svacha as
presumably received from the larvae of “T. gilvipes” — type. The
study of genitalia of several specimens from that series shows that it
really belongs to T. gilvipes.

The problem of the real nature of the type of T. praeusta (L.)
rests open, but most probably it belongs to Tetrops “B” sensu Svacha
(2001), as much more numerous species in Europe.

Distribution. Most probably the taxon is distributed all over area of
European T. praeusta.

Pronotum with moderately sparse punctation with
numerous pale erect setae; elytra usually dark-brown or nearly black
with relatively big punctation and pale erect setae; legs are always
yellow; sometimes elytra could be yellow similar to 7. praeusta,
according to a single available male from Susa with totally yellow
legs and yellow elytra, but with short and wide parameres typical for
T. gilvipes; genital structure in males of 7. gilvipes niger is very
similar to genitals of males of other subspecies; body length in
males: 4.6-4.7 mm, width: 1.1-1.2 mm; body length in a female: 4.6-
4.8 mm, width: 1.2-1.4 mm.

Remark. The analyses of male genitaliae of black specimens with
yellow legs from Italy and France shows that they belong to T.
gilvipes.

A rather special opinion was formulated by G.Sama (2002):
“In conclusion, T.nigra seems to be a transitional form between
T.praeustus and T.gilvipes”.

Distribution. North Western Italy, South-East France and
Switzerland.

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Agapanthia (Epoptes) paki sp. n. from central Afghanistan
(Coleoptera: Cerambycidae)

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Abstract: In this paper I describe a new species of Agapanthia Audinet-Serville,
1835 from Central Afghanistan (Ghor province). The new species is related with A.
(Epopetes) detrita Kraatz, 1882.

Among several Cerambycidae collected by my colleague and
friend Oleg Pak in Afghanistan I found two specimens of Agapanthia
Audinet-Serville, 1835 that belong to a new species related with
Agapanthia (Epoptes) detrita Kraatz, 1882. The new species is easy
to distinguish according the light color of body and for longer
antenna. The Ceramabycidac Fauna of Afghanistan is still poor
known due to the hard political situation of that Country and several
new species must be discovered after deeper studies.

Agapanthia paki sp. n.
(Figs 1-2)

Description of the Holotype. Length 16 mm, width 5 mm. Body
black. Head covered by dense and long yellow hairs, all the surface
covered by long thin black erect hairs. Frons square with a deep
groove between antennal insertion. Pronotum as long as large,
rounded laterally, deep and dense punctate. Black colored with a
metallic sheen. Pubescence on pronotum arranged in three
longitudinal yellow bands. Two of them at the sides and the third in
the middle. These bands are made by dense and short yellow hairs.
Pronotum with dense long black erect hairs. Scutellum completely
covered by yellow dense pubescence. Elytra parallel, flat in the last
third and acuminate towards apex. Elytra covered with dense yellow
pubescence that cover the elytral sculpture except for the extreme
base. This pubescence is scattered in the basal portion and it is more
regular toward the apex. Three quarter of the elytral surface shows
long thin black erect hairs. These hairs are denser at the base than
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towards the apex. Side of elytra with denser pubescence that gives a
lighter portion just at the body sides. Antennae long, exceed the apex
with the last six joints. The first two joints are black the following
yellow except for a short ring at the apex. The scape with a dense
longitudinal line of yellow pubescence on the upper side. From the
third to the twelfth joint the yellow portion is covered with dense and
very short yellow pubescence. Only few black long erect hairs just at
the apex of each antennal joint. Legs long, black, with dense yellow
pubescence and some long black erect hairs. Hind femora with
mixed yellow and white pubescence.

Variability of the Paratypes. The female differs from the male
except for the sexual characters for the less dense yellow pubescence
on elytra.

Discussion. Agapanthia (Epoptes) paki sp. n. is related with
Agapanthia (Epoptes) detrita Kraatz, 1882 from Central Asia
(Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Tajikistan) (Lobl &
Smetana, 2010) but it is easy to be distinguish according the dense
yellow body pubescence, very scarce in detrita, the longer antennae,
exceeding the elytral apex in male for the last six joints instead the
last five in detrita. A. paki has many long erect hairs on the head,
pronotum and three quarters of elytral surface that are very scarce in
detrita. According the denser pubescence it can be closer with
Agapanthia (Epoptes) obydovi Danilevsky, 2000 from Kazakhstan
but it is easy to separate by the denser pubescence and the longer
antennae. Moreover the new species differs from obydovi in larger
body size and denser erect setae on elytra.

Etymology. I dedicate the new species to my friend Oleg Pak from
Ukraine as thanksgiving for the opportunity that he gives me to study
his interesting Afghan Cerambycidae.
